It is a fact that most of the children from low socio-economic background discontinue education due to financial or social
reasons. IECT enables children of economically weak and needy by providing infrastructure and amenities by adopting
Government Schools. Infotech as a part of CSR has been promoting the infrastructure and education facilities at Gachibowli
Upper Primary School (GUPS) and Shamsiguda Zilla Parishad High School — Hyderabad, India over a last few years.

The objective of this program is to strengthen Government schools that provide formal education in India. The goal is to
make Government schools an interesting place to learn, provide infrastructure like buildings, library, increase in the student
enrolment & retention rate, incorporate good teaching and learning techniques in government schools and to ensure the
education that the children receiving is effective. Usually most of the students studying in Government schools come from
low socio-economic backgrounds who do not have the above amenities.

On 13th August 2007, Infotech signed an MOU for adopting Government Upper Primary School -Gachibowli and is continuously
striving for improving quality of education being imparted by providing various amenities/facilities. Infotech has spent more than Rs.
5 million in 2 years towards developmental activities of this school. As a result of better Infrastructural facilities provided by Infotech,
student strength gone up from 450 in year 2007 to 625 in year 2009 .
